Title: Food Containing Toxic Substances Residue

(Unofficial Translation)

In order fo prevent accumulated toxicity due to consumption of foods containing residues
of hazardous substances for agriculture.

By virtue of the provision of Section 5 and 6(3) of the Food Act B.E. 2522 (1979), which
restricts personal rights and liberties in conjunction with Section 29, 35, 39, 48 and 50 of the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, the Minister of Public Health announced as follows:

1. The Ministry of Public Health Notification of No. 163 B.E. 2538 (1995) entitled: “Food
Containing Toxic Substances Residue” dated 28 April B.E. 2538 (1995) is repealed:

2. In this Notification,

Toxic substances residue means hazardous substances for agriculture including the
derivatives of those substances i.e. conversion products, metabolites, reaction products or adulterated
matters in the hazardous substances for agriculture that are toxic, and contaminate or remain in foods.

Hazardous substances for agriculture means substances used for the purpose of
preventing, destroying, attracting, repelling or controlling pests and diseases in plants and animals or

unwanted plants and animals during cultivation, storage, transportation, sale or during processing of
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
